ANCIENT ARCHITECTURE - The Mosque of Cérdoba
(Mezquita-Catedral de Cdrdoba in Spanish) today is a
Catholic cathedral but was originally a mosque built for
Muslim prayer by Abd ar-Rahman |'in the 8th century. The
mosque's architecture is rich in dazzling detail, with over 800
granite and marble pillars supporting its beautiful brick and
stone arches - a major focal paint in the mosque along with
the soaring bell tower - the tallest structure in the city.
